Description:  
You have been given data that describes use of a lipid lowering therapy that is given simultaneously to two groups of individuals: some with significantly elevated LDL cholesterol (severely lipidemic) and some with only mildly elevated LDL cholesterol (minimally lipidemic) at baseline.  At baseline all of the subjects are removed from any lipid lowering agents that they are currently taking and allowed to stabilize for the following 3 months (with updated LDL measurements occurring at the end of each month).  At the end of the 3rd month, all of the subjects are given an investigational compound known to lower lipid levels in fluffy test bunnies and followed for 5 more additional months.  The investigator is preparing a presentation to discuss her findings at a conference and would like for you to prepare a figure that describes the longitudinal aspects of the LDL data in such a way that her clinical colleges may understand.

The data file contains information of 150 participants with 9 total measurements (1 baseline, 3 pre treatment and 5 while under treatment).  There are 70 subjects in group 1 and 80 subjects in group 2; matched on age, race, gender, and smoking status.

Create a plot(s) that has correct axis labels with the necessary units, a well defined legend, means and standard errors over time, and is appropriate for a professional presentation.  Create a figure that will stand alone and one where no other information is needed to interpret the data.
