Objectives:

· Identify challenges facing the community and brainstorm ways to help

· Identify opportunities for collaboration

· Meet the increasing demand for service and cost-effectiveness

· Connect young people with supportive adult role models

· Develop clear and high expectations for young people

· Implement a quality youth initiative to include effective use of resources

· Offer challenging opportunities that provide responsibility yet establish rules and set practical limits

· Emphasize life/employability skills

· Provide creative learning opportunities that are relevant and engaging and that will serve as pathways for young people to follow into post-secondary education

· Offer work-related guidance and support

· Make connections between young people and the community/networking

Evaluation:

· Students will prepare an abstract and, if time permits, give an oral presentation to their peers, teacher and a person with whom they volunteered 

Membership:

· Complete a signed parent approval

· Sign a confidentiality statement

· Provide personal transportation

· Receive necessary, appropriate training if required

· Perform minimum hours of community service per year:

· Year 1    5 hours

· Year 2   10 hours

· Year 3
  15 hours

· Year 4   20 hours

· School rules apply at all times

· Dress and behave appropriately

If students wish to form a group effort or “club”, they may:

· Select a group of “officers” to include a president, secretary and treasurer and others as needed

· Select committees if needed

· Schedule meetings as needed

· Attend meetings and be punctual
