Salivary glands, tongue, teeth, liver, gallbladder, pancreas

3. What is the function of the digestive system?



Physical and chemical breakdown of food for absorption into the 


blood stream and used by cells and tissues

4. Name and describe three common diseases of the digestive system.



Appendicitis= inflammation of the appendix



Cholecystitis= inflammation of the gall bladder



Cirrhosis= degenerative condition of the liver



Diverticulitis=inflammation of pouches in the intestine



Gastroenteritis= inflammation of the stomach and intestines



Hepatitis= inflammation of the liver



Peritonitis= inflammation of the lining of the abdomen



Ulcer= irritation and breakdown of the lining of the stomach or 



intestines
