Determines skin color; Disease indicator

4. What are the two types?



Melanin = brown-black;  Carotene = yellow-red

5. Name two colors that are disease indicators, and tell what they might indicate.

Erythema = red (burns or blood congestion)

Jaundice = yellow (liver or GB disease or destruction of RBCs

Cyanosis = bluish (insufficient O2

Grayish or brownish = may indicate chronic poisoning

6. Name two skin eruptions and describe them.



Macules

flat (freckle like)



Papules

firm, raised (pimple-like)




Vesicles

fluid-filled blisters



Pustules

pus-filled sacs



Crusts

dried pus & blood (scabs)



Wheals

itchy, elevated (hives)

7. Name two diseases of the Integumentary system and tell what they mean.



Acne = inflamed sebaceous glands



Athlete’s foot = contagious fungus



Cancer = basal, squamous and melanoma



Dermatitis & Eczema= inflammation



Impetigo = contagious infection
