	HCA Objectives
	The Council discussed and modified the HCA objectives developed at the August Planning meeting. 
1. To assist in the increased proficiency of interpersonal and academic skills of program participants.
· 90% of HCA participants will receive minimum cumulative grade average of 85 on module post assessment.

· 90 % of HCA participants will be eligible to earn 1/2 Carnegie unit within one reporting period.

2. To establish and sustain a knowledgeable and proficient coordinating team.

Will use the post-test from SCOIS. 

· 90% of HCA participants will demonstrate successful completion of a minimum of 14 SCOIS health science cluster modules per year.
3. Connecting students with community resources and organizations.

·  To assist in developing a strong network of support for students by implementing a minimum of 4 parent involvement sessions and establish communication with guidance counselors of 100% of HCA students.
4. To establish and sustain a knowledgeable and proficient coordinating team.

5. To assess programmatic success through effective data collection and analysis.
