	Lake Shore Health Care Alliance
	Angelica shared information she received regarding an online college course for high school students. The program is a partnership between the Northeastern Wisconsin AHEC and their local community college. They are reaching out to the Health Careers Program to see if the Council might be interested in partnering to offer the opportunity to HCA students. The cost per student is approximately $162.50. Angelica will participate in a conference call on January 23rd with the program organizers to get detailed information. 


	The Coordinators will email specific questions to Angelica for the January 23rd meeting. Angelica encouraged the coordinators to share this information with their Center Director. She will give a report at the February meeting.
	

	Best Practices
	The coordinators shared specific activities they have implemented in their HCA.
Pee Dee: Larrissa Clavon reported that she has incorporated “Think Medical” in her program. This activity will help students to focus more on math, science, communication skills, medical terminology and health careers.

Lowcountry: Natasha Chatman will offer monthly and supplemental meetings consisting of health professional speakers and site visits to different health care venues. Virtual shadowing will also be offered.

Upstate: Nita Donald adopted a “Science Station” component to her program. The focus will be on anatomy topics and networking to enhance soft skills.
Mid-Carolina: Erica Davis explained the process on how she will run her summer program.  She will use the Individual Career and Academic Plan (I-CAP) to stay in tune with what is going on with the student and to develop a relationship with the parents as well as addressing individual concerns.
