	The Use of AHEC U
	More discussion to follow in January on how AHEC U courses can be used as complimentary activities for independent students (students online only), as supplements for in person students, or both. These courses are vetted by health care professionals.

Fay reported that Jennifer Walker could create courses in AHEC U if it were something we really needed. In anticipation of the January meeting and discussion on this topic the Council is asked to come to meeting with thoughts on how we have used and can use AHEC U. AHEConnects releases the new AHEC U courses monthly.
Larrissa spoke with Candace, a VirtualJobShadowing.com rep about virtual job shadowing. The rep shared their new online classroom available for purchase that includes soft skills and career ready lessons already created and the ability to integrate your own lessons. Angelica shared in the Coalition days we used VirtualJobShadowing.com. Angelica encouraged being aware of resources out there, but finds it more prudent to use resources that we already have. Angelica has spoken with a rep from Blackboard, and received the recommendation to use their free but limited tool for our use. Purchasing something would not be best due to our number of students. Khan Academy may also be worth looking into.

	HOSA 
	Natasha to lead the discussion of our contribution to the HOSA State Leadership Conference, March 11-13, 2015 at the Embassy Suites Hotel in Charleston after she receives more information from HOSA. The PowerPoint and flyer created for the B2B Summit year before last will be revised and updated in preparation of this meeting.

	Program Office Update
	Angelica reported on the following:

· B2B Course BIO 121 at Winthrop is full with three extra students. All students registered are Winthrop students.
· B2B Course BIO 122 at Winthrop has four students and will not make this Spring. The course will be an independent study course. 
· Winthrop University and MidCarolina AHEC are still working through the development of a CNA Certification course. A CPR course and CPR Instructor course are also being discussed as training options and prep courses that can lead to the CNA Certification course. 

· Nursing programs requiring students to have CNA Certification for program entry may become a new nursing program admission trend/requirement.

· Keith Boyd and DHEC are no longer working with Angelica for B2B this Spring due needing to focus on a terrible flu outbreak in the Lowcountry. He has provided her with other resources and contacts to connect with.

· A panel discussion featuring former AHEC students will be on the Spring B2B Seminar schedule. Angelica has reached out to three students. Larrissa suggested Dr. Valarian Bruce formerly of the Lowcountry now residing in Florence as a panelist. He just completed residency at McLeod Family Med and is practicing as a family medicine physician for McLeod.
· New technology is available to promote and market programs. With this technology a commercial has been created and sent to students as an invite to return to B2B this Spring. Ali has more details. 
· Remember the Gateway Award applications are due January 12th.

· Steve’s mother passed away. He has been out of the office, but Ben has voluntarily assisting with database issues. The council reported that Ben has been top notch helpful and responsive.
